Presentation is original and authentic.

At least 3 direct quotes and/or references from the article are used and the main idea of the article is presen-ted in an organ-ized way.  As well as things the presenter found most interesting. Presentation is original and authentic. 

	The presentation includes minimal information from the article of the presenter’s choice. At least 2 direct quotes and/or references are used and the main idea of the article is presen-ted in an organ-ized way. Presenter includes what they found interesting yet lacks originality or authenticity.   
	The presentation is lacking enough information from the article to illustrate main idea and information the author has written about. No direct quotes and/or references are used as well as what the presenter for most interesting. Lacks organiza-tion and authen-ticity.

	Work Quality/Effort
	The work done exceeds all expectations. The effort that was put into creating the presentation shows a great deal of time, thought and effort. Presenta-tion incorporates use of visual, interactive and/or oral means.

	The work was done with good effort that shows what the presenter is capable of. It is evident that time was put into the presentation.

	Work is done with fair effort, but the quality is still not what the presenter is capable of. It is evident that the presentation was rushed.

	Work is done with little effort, quality is not what the presen-ter is capable of. It is evident that the work rushed and little time was spent on the final product. Presentation is incomplete.

	Layout/Design
	The presentation has an element of creativity and style is original and authentic. The information is presented in a clear and articulate manner with eye catching visuals, pictures, diagrams, labels, graphics and balance of text which is just not a list of facts. Uses materials and engages audience. Inter-active com-ponent included.

	The presentation is clear and logical and demonstrates some creativity. Presentation is neat, shows some use of materials i.e. graphics and pictures. The presentation is fairly balanced with text, and/or interactive component.


	The presentation lacks style and reads more like a list of facts than an oral presentation. Visuals may be used but lack originality and authenticity. Information is presented in unclear way and content is mainly all text. Use of materials non-existent and lacks interactive component.
	The presentation lacks a clear understanding of the subject matter and lacks content from the article that is relevant. Presentation lacks creativity, no variety in layout, graphics are absent or materials. No interactive component.

	Presentation Delivery
	The presentation was the appro-priate length. Presenter articulated information well and was clearly prepared. No awkward pauses present, eye contact, and volume used. At least one interactive teaching strategy was used effectively.
