	Going around the room, calling on each student, one at a time to respond to a question

After reading aloud, the reader randomly picks (“popcorns”) another reader to read next

Break reading into smaller parts to allow for processing, questioning, and deeper comprehension

Use instead of, “Does anyone have any questions?” as a way to lower affective filter and encourages checking for understanding
	Use for quick responses as a way to keep students engaged and on task, i.e. What was your answer for number ____?” “Who were the characters in the story?”
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
